School Safety Plan (Most Recent Year)

Safety issues are discussed by the School Safety Committee. Safety procedures are disseminated at staff meetings, SSC meetings,
Back to School Night, Open House, and in the monthly calendar. All staff members keep a procedural binder in which copies of
information regarding safety procedures are stored. Students and school community have daily reminders about safety in the
morning announcements over the school intercom. Fire drills are held monthly and the shelter in place drill is held once a year.
Evacuation plans, maps and procedures are posted in all classrooms throughout the school. There is student supervision on the yard

during morning recess, and during lunch recess. There is student supervision in the cafeteria before school, during breakfast and
lunch.

Lincoln Elementary School is using the Tool Box and Mindful Life, and Restorative Practices to encourage positive actions from our
students when they are dealing with conflict.
