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The Administrat ive team spends a minimum of five hours per week in the classroom. Classroom visits are often accompanied w ith debrief conferences. The team
provides support to teachers through staff conferences, opportunit ies for collaborat ive study and planning, and individual coaching based these ongoing classroom
observat ions. Teachers and other staff are provided w ith both on and off-site professional development in all standards based curriculum content areas.

Beyond the content areas, professional development is provided in English Language Development, different iated instruct ion and educat ional technology. In
addit ion, training is made available in classroom management and the effect ive use of assessment data and teacher data teams in meeting the needs of all
students. A primary goal of the professional development program is ensuring that all students are served by skilled, highly qualified teachers and that teachers are
supported by strong, knowledgeable instruct ional leaders.
