The Playworks
coach has established a physical educat ion program w ith each of the classrooms and their teachers. And, set up a well-established rout ine for recess and lunch
act ivit ies. Seven teachers have Computer (Acer Tablet) classrooms on wheels that they share w ith the rest of the staff.

Quality instruct ion and instruct ional leadership are at the heart of the district 's achievement efforts. To ensure this, the Educat ional Services engages teachers,
administrators and other personnel in ongoing professional development focused on improving teaching and learning.
