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Career Readiness

RHS has five CA Partnership Academies (CPAs): Creative/Performing Arts,
Engineering, Health, Law and Multimedia. Every student on the diploma track is
enrolled in a CPA unless she is in the Adolescent Parenting Program. Graduates
complete Career Technical Education (CTE) sequences as part of their program
of study for their academies. The SSPT monitors students to track their progress
towards graduation and works with the CPAs to inform the students of the
graduation requirements. In 2011, 349/376 seniors graduated. In 2012, 261/355
seniors graduated. In 2013, 322/347 seniors graduated. In 2014, 338/359
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
